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Applicants should attach to this application a signed and dated letter addressed to PACE setting forth the following information:

1. Name, address phone number and email address of Applicant Organization and Project Director.                                         

2. A brief description of the purpose and activities normally conducted by Applicant.
3. A detailed description of the Project for which the grant is being applied. Include in the description an explanation of how the proposed Project relates to the other activities of the Applicant Organization and the names and titles of each of the people who will work on and be responsible for the completion of the Project. Also gives an estimated time period for completion, if applicable.

4. An estimate of the funds needed to complete the Project and a proposed budget within a one-year time frame. If other funding has been requested from another source, indicate how much and from whom. Please set forth a specific dollar amount being applied for from PACE

5. A statement that amounts not expended according to the description of the Program included in the Application or otherwise not expended within one year of the grant will be returned to PACE immediately.

6. A brief statement of how the proposed Project fulfills one or more of  PACE’s corporate purposes.

7.  A statement that is understood and agreed by Applicant that, should the grant be awarded, the Applicant will indemnify and hold harmless PACE, its officers and directors from all liability arising out of any damages or injuries sustained by any third party pursuant to the Project utilizing the grant.

8. A statement that the Applicant agrees that, should the grant be awarded, it will submit a written report within 90 days after the expenditure of all grant monies (but in no event later than November 30 of the year of the grant); and that such report shall show the use of all funds granted, detailing expenditures made from the grant; and that the purpose of which the grant was sought was fulfilled. If such report indicates that the recipient did not fulfill the requirements of the grant as set forth in this Application, P.A.C.E. will conduct an investigation and take appropriate action, which action may include the request for a refund pursuant to paragraph 5.
